	Systems for using fuel
It is essential that rigorous and carefully planned systems are in place for any activities where fuel is used. It should be recognised that expert advice must be sought where there is any doubt about the procedures to be used. The primary control measure is that staff are adequately trained to be delivering activities using stoves and fuel.

	Incompetence of the leaders
	· Leaders must be appropriately trained by a competent person in the use and storage of any fuel and stoves

· Leaders must be appropriately trained by a competent person to work in situations that involve fuel and young people
	
	
	
	

	2
	Unsafe storage and transferring of fuel


	· Fuel is stored in designated fuel containers which are clearly marked

· The quantity of stored fuel is kept to the minimum necessary to run the activities

· Set procedures are in place for transferring fuel from large to small containers

	Faulty equipment

	· Any equipment which uses fuel will be properly designed for the task 

· An effective system for regularly checking and monitoring the condition of equipment is in place with clear records of the equipment and its condition

· Staff will check the condition of equipment as it is issued and used (daily check)
	
	
	
	

	4
	Inexperienced users
	· Robust training will be provided by a suitably experienced and qualified member of staff prior to use of stoves

· Young people will have to demonstrate knowledge of safe use of stoves/ handling fuel prior to unsupervised use
· Only equipment that has been designated by the establishment as appropriate for use by young people will be used


· Clear and simple safety procedures will be established and reinforced as appropriate


· Young people will only have access to the amount of fuel that is immediately required

	Incident/Injury in a remote location
	· Leaders must hold a current First Aid qualification that is appropriate for the level of the activity

· First aid and emergency action training will be provided for participants

· Participants will be adequately trained and prepared

· Suitable first aid kits will be available
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
